Research 
shows that the best way to 
learn science is by doing 
science, and the FOSS   
developers have spent more 
than 25 years working in 
classrooms learning how to best support teachers, as 
they facilitate doing exactly that.    
Research also shows that an instructional model that  
delivers fewer science concepts in greater depth         
produces much better learning than one in which many 
topics are briefly visited. FOSS Next Generation puts 
the Next Generation      Science Standards (NGSS) into 
practice by integrating all three dimensions: 
the Disciplinary Core Ideas, the Science and           
Engineering Practices, and the Crosscutting         
Concepts, within classroom-proven tools and strategies 
to engage students and teachers in enduring experiences 
that lead to deeper understanding of the natural and   
designed world. Furthermore,  the program integrates 
robust  reading and literacy strategies to support the 
Common Core ELA for all students. 

FOSS Next Generation is designed to help students, 
over the years, develop more sophisticated ways to think 
about the core ideas of science. Modules are truly      
connected and build upon one another, within and across 
each strand, progressively moving students toward the 
big ideas of science.

The journey to Mecca for Hajj is one of the five pillars of 
Islam. The gathering during Hajj is considered the largest 
annual gathering of people in the world, and a          
demonstration of the Muslim Ummaôs solidarity.  It is also 
one of the highest forms of spirituality. As Muslims        
congregate upon the holy city of Mecca for their annual 
pilgrimage, our   students undergo a journey of their own. 
For one day, the campus is transformed with designated 
areas depicting specific stops on the path of a pilgrim, and 
students follow their steps as they complete their          
pilgrimage leading up the first day of Eid-Al-Adha.

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Students Celebrate Arabic language day in

Arabic is taught as a second language to all students in 
the preschool and elementary programs at New Horizon. 
The programôs objective is to introduce the students to  
2,000 vocabulary words in the first four years. This allows 
them to string words together to form simple sentences  
and small paragraphs.  The following four-year program 
is a comprehensive one, where students learn the four 
components of a language: listening, speaking, reading 
and writing. Our ultimate goal is to provide our graduating 
Fifth Grade students with skills that enable them to     
comprehend and read the Holy Quran. 
The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural 
Organization, UNESCO declared  December 18th as 
World Arabic Language Day. At New Horizon Westside, 
we commemorate Arabic Day every year with an event to 
showcase the skills of our students.
